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Course Description and Objectives: 
 
Managerial Economics expands upon basic models of supply and demand, consumer theory, 
the theory of the firm and production. The topics covered in this course are: market structure, 
pricing and output decisions; game theory and pricing strategies; and the economics of 
information. By the end of the semester, you will be able to apply the tools of economic 
analysis to a wide variety of problems, and to be able to draw conclusions from this analysis.
